OLD BUSINESS:

The club voted last month to proceed with repaving the part of the old runway at a 2009 estimate of $1800.00.
The 2010 estimate came in at $2200.00. This new estimate would delete all of the club funds and create a shortage of funds for remaining 2010 expenses.
A motion by Mark Alley and second by Ron Thompson for the club to set aside (earmark)
$1500.00 of the club funds and all future funds collected by the club by memberships dues and all other funds collected throughout the 2010 year to be used toward the runway fund.
It was agreed that when the club has the total of $2200.00 in runway funds that the club would proceed with the repaving of the runway.

Also discussed was a previous vote of using club funds to purchase gravel for the roadway. Discussion included the club has enough funds for the gravel purchase and will do so as soon as weather permitted.

Also discussed was if the part of the runway that is to be repaved develops pot holes etc before the repaving occurs that the club can use some of the runway funds to repair the damaged areas.

Jerry Ewing reminded all members of the upcoming Mall Show, the upcoming April 17th Fun fly/Swap meet and the clubs May 15th Spring fly-in.

Pierrce Williams said he would check on scheduling a June fly-in at his location.

Renewing club membership at this meeting included Butch Walker and the club welcomed a new member Dustin Hall.
